Call to Order:  At 7:00 pm, the regular meeting of the Board of Trustees was called to order by Village President Fred Esmond who then led the Pledge of Allegiance.  Present at the meeting were President Esmond, Village Clerk Laurie Gbur and Trustees Gloria Alvarado, Andrew Skoog, Ron Pawlak, Mary Pawlak, Kevin Stewart and Matt Jereb.  Also present were Attorney Herb Klein, Engineer Kevin Heitz, and Zoning Enforcement Officer Tom Brown.

Public Hearing:   A Public Hearing was held for the purpose of closing out the streetscape grant the Village of North Utica received from the Illinois Community Development Assistance Program in March 2005.  The Grant was for the purpose of construction of streetscape improvements in the Village downtown area which included curb, gutter, electricity/lighting, benches, planters and sidewalks. The total amount of the grant was $174,410. Separate Minutes will be kept on file at the Village Clerk’s Office and included in the May 12, 2010 packet for the Meeting of the Village Board of Trustees.

Governmental Affairs Liaison:  Trustee Alvarado updated the Board on the Memorial.  There was damage done to the Memorial to a degree that it will no longer be able to be winterized.  The tank may have to be removed and repaired and / or replaced.  Wilson Landscaping will put together an estimate for the Village for insurance purposes.

The Utica Garden Club will be landscaping the Village Entry Signs; black dirt will need to be placed at the sites.  They will also be having their Annual Garden Walk on June 12 and June 13, 2010.  It was motioned by Trustee Alvarado, seconded by Trustee  Skoog to approve the donation of the Portable Restrooms and Wash station for the Garden Walk.

Clerk’s Report:  Village Clerk Gbur stated that Michele Luce, representing Waltham PTCC, has requested a Movie in the Park back to school event to be approved for 8-21-10 in Danny Carey Park.  There is concern about the rain date as it may conflict with the Taste of Utica Event.  Gbur will contact Ms. Luce to ask if another date is possible.
Gbur also spoke about resident Pat Seibert and the possibility of a vendor’s permit for the summer season to have a Hot Dog Stand on the property at 615 Clark St.  The property is currently being demolished due to severe flood damage.  She will need a demolition permit to continue the work on taking down the building, and the Vendor’s permit can’t be issued until after the property is cleaned up.  Questions still remain about whether the Stand would be a

permanent or temporary structure and about parking issues, etc.  The permit will not be approved at this time. 

Park & Recreation Liaison:  Trustee Skoog stated that the dry weather will allow us to look at completing the new ball field and getting it seeded. President Esmond stated that we have to get the dirt that we have already purchased and move it to the areas it is needed, however we need people to haul it.  

Water & Sewer Liaison:  Trustee Ron Pawlak stated that we need to order meters and the new handheld radio reader to move forward with the meter reading program.  It was motioned by Trustee Stewart, seconded by Trustee R. Pawlak to approve the purchase of 100 Itron Meters and the software and radio reader at a cost of $34,700.

Mr. Jeff Rothrock attended the meeting to discuss the possibility of getting sewer to his property.  Engineer Heitz stated that the Village was ready to let Mr. Rothrock hook up to sewer

when his neighbor built his home;   Rothrock had initially contacted the Village in the matter and was told there would be no problem. However the driveway was poured before it was realized that Mr. Rothrock didn’t get to hook up to sewer. Trustee R. Pawlak stated that many people would like sewer.  Zoning Officer Brown stated that we should honor our prior commitment.  Engineer Heitz stated that Rothrock made numerous phone calls to the Village and it was the Village that probably didn’t realize the driveway was being poured before Rothrock had a chance to hook on.  Now we need to bore under the road to get the sewer to the property.  Heitz stated that in the recent bids for boring, this project was included.   It was then motioned by Trustee Jereb, seconded by Trustee Stewart to approve the boring for Mr. Jeff Rothrock to be able to hook up to sewer at a cost not to exceed $2400.

Maintenance Department:  Public Works Director Doug Jakse stated that we need to make some decisions regarding the mowing of state property.  It takes a lot of time, but the state is not keeping up with the mowing on a regular basis.  President Esmond stated that we should keep up with the mowing.  It doesn’t look good to have weeds and grass overgrown along the main road.

Jakse stated that the Village should consider a sand bagging system.  It would be much faster than the traditional way of sand bagging.  The Board will consider.

Trustee Alvarado asked Doug if he can fix the guard rail on the little bridge near Snell’s property. He said he will take care of it.

Engineer’s Report:  Heitz gave a summary of the 3-24-10 Teng Meeting.  They are still working on plans to do the streetscape portion of the new construction of Rt. 178.  There is a meeting on 4-15-10 at 11:00 am to discuss with IDOT.  Discussion regarding existing water mains and relocation will be held.  We will have a better estimate of the cost after the meeting.   We could wait to do the portion that will help the Clark Creek Flooding.  Trustee Alvarado stated that putting the culvert in after the road is finished doesn’t seem like a good idea; we don’t want to tear up the new road.  Heitz stated that the cost of the project/culvert is substantial. We can address some of the questions with IDOT at the meeting.

Attorney Klein advised that the Village has received an offer for property acquisition and easements of $38,000 and $19,600 respectively.  The Village will discuss accepting the offer.
Heitz then stated that the meeting with NCICG would be set up for the following week.  Trustee Alvarado stated that the businesses would like to help in any way possible and would be willing to write letters to help with the grant process.  

Regarding the Canal Corridor Dredging, Heitz stated that he still needs to speak with a few property owners about depositing the spoils on their property.  He will have more information at the next meeting.

He then stated that he will get informal bids for the curbing to go around the new Village Hall Sign, as well as bids for the televising of the water/sewer lines.

He will provide Doug Jakse the information regarding the leak in the new Water Tower, and the Chlorinator and relay for the aviation light.  The Village Clerk also still needs the information regarding the DNR and the donation approved by the Board so the expenditure can be paid.  He will get the information to Clerk Gbur.

President’s Report:  President Esmond stated that there are a few radio ads that the Village may be interested in.  It was motioned by Trustee R. Pawlak, seconded by Trustee M. Pawlak to approve the radio ad for the Waltham Fundraiser for $40.

Public Comment:  Mr. Jim Shrader asked about the flood inspection process and stated that he needs further help to be able to determine whether he should raise the home or take the government buy out.  Zoning Enforcement Office Tom Brown and Engineer Heitz will try to set up a meeting with residents in the Village to address some of these questions.  

Brown then stated that the Utica Fire Protection District would like to say Thank You to the Village for the use of the New Water Tower for their antenna and other radio equipment.
Attorney’s Report:  Attorney Klein gave a summary of the 4-1-10 Planning Commission Meeting.
The Planning Commission voted unanimously to recommend the rezoning of 122 Water Street from Residential R-1 to Commercial C-2; and the Special Use of the property for lodging on the second floor.  There were no objections by the neighbors and the owner would have 1 year from the date of opening to pave a parking area.  The Property will be used for a Victorian resale shop selling both new and consignment items and there will be not items outside of the property at any time.  The owner is to install beams/posts around the existing fire hydrant on the corner of the property. 

It was motioned by Trustee Jereb, seconded by Trustee Skoog to approve Ordinance 10-06 for the rezoning of 122 Water St. from R-1 residential to C-2 commercial.
