Present at the meeting were President Esmond, Village Clerk Laurie Gbur and Trustees Shelba Bimm, Matt Jereb, Jim Schrader, Gloria Alvarado, Andy Skoog and Ron Pawlak.  Also present were Village Attorney Herb Klein and Village Engineer Kevin Heitz.

The discussion of changes to the Vendor Permit Ordinance will take place at the January Committee Meeting.

Clerk’s Report:  The Clerk introduced Mr. John Monterastelli who spoke to the Board about his new Business, Starved Rock Guide Services.  He will lead guided tours at Starved Rock and throughout the local area using internet based advertising.  There will be no parking issues near his property as he will arrange to meet his customers at the Park.  The Board welcomed the new business.

Streets, Lights & Alleys Liaison:  Trustee Bimm asked Engineer Heitz to speak about the resolution for the addition to the 2011 MFT Road Project.  An additional amount needed to be appropriated for the project in the amount of $11,145.66.  It was motioned by Trustee Jereb, seconded by Trustee Schrader to approve Resolution R12-03 for the appropriated amount of $11,145.66.

Trustee Skoog then asked if the Maintenance Department could put up a stop sign at the end of the alley behind Duffy’s.  It was taken down during construction of the new portion of Rt. 178.  Spayer said that he will get the area located and put up a sign when the weather permits.  A sign will also be placed at the Church St. / Armstrong St. intersection.

Police Department Liaison:  Trustee Schrader stated that the new Speed Radar Trailer is not in yet; it may take another 4 weeks or so.

Water/Sewer Liaison: None

Park & Recreation Liaison:  Trustee Skoog asked about the inspection of the lights at Carey Memorial Park.  Engineer Heitz stated that it could be approx. $3,000 - $5,000 to perform the inspection.  Utica Little League President, Brad Thompson, stated that it can be done during 
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2012 and doesn’t need to be completed before the early bird season.  Trustee Skoog will check will Oglesby to ask about their park lighting and inspection schedule. 

Trustee Jereb then spoke about a Little League Meeting that he had attended recently.  He asked the Maintenance Department to change the locks at the park so that new keys can be distributed to Utica Little League.  The PA system will also need to be checked; it seems to be shorted out.  He asked the Board if the Village would be willing to sponsor rental cost the Spring Clinic again this year; the Board agreed and it will be placed on the next Agenda for recommendation and approval.  Discussion was also held about the possibility of playing day games at Neighbor’s Park.  It would be utilized for Girls softball and T-Ball games as well as practices.  It was decided that the Clerk would invite the residents of the area to come to the next Committee meeting for the purpose of discussing the matter.

Maintenance Department:  None

Engineer’s Report:  Engineer Heitz provided an update of ongoing projects in the Village.

I-Fiber is seeking permit to come through the Village.  Heitz will determine the correct route that will not interfere will Village utilities.  He will write a letter to I-Fiber on behalf of the Village. 

Well 2- Attorney Klein spoke about Well 2.  The Village is still waiting for a response from the EPA.

CDAP Grant- NCICG would like to determine if there is a project that would be in the area of the previous community survey that could be submitted for application for possible CDAP funding.

Heitz will look into possible projects and discuss further at the January Committee Meeting.

Trustee Pawlak asked if sewer on Church St. would be a possibility; Heitz will review.

Regarding the recent annexation of Illinois Sand Company’s property, the State is asking for the annexations to be filed right away.  A meeting will be held with Utica Township to determine maintenance of the roads and MFT for the area and to discuss plowing etc.  

The tile on Juneway was unplugged and now the property near Windy/Adams is draining fine so their water issues have been resolved.

Boring is complete for sewer to Rothrock and water to Senica’s.

Illinois Valley Excavating still needs to televise Hallet Rd.
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Trustee Jereb and Engineer Heitz will assemble a request for proposals on the future streetscape program for the Village.  

President’s Report:  None

Attorney’s Report:  Attorney Klein thanked everyone who participated in the Hearings for the Illinois Sand Company.   It was a lot of time and hours for everyone.

Public Comment:  Mr.  Mark Connell, Rescue Direct, spoke to the Board about a drainage issue he is having on his property located on Donaldson St.  There is standing water at all times of the year which breeds mosquitos and other issues.  Heitz will look into the matter to determine if it can be resolved by running a pipe from the road/culvert in from of the property to the south.  Connell also stated that the drainage issue he was having on his property near Neighbor’s Park has been resolved and thanked the Village for taking care of it.

Trustee Alvarado stated that Waltham School is looking for sponsors to place advertising boards inside the gym at Waltham South.  The cost would be $150 per board for the period of July 1 – June 30; annually.
