Appearance Request:  Mr. Tom Weiss provided detailed plans for Built-in cabinetry for the meeting room at the Village Hall.  The original estimate was $14,200 and included seating for 11 people.  It also included locked drawers at each station.  The Clerk stated that drawers are not necessary to which the Board agreed.  Discussion was then held about a mic system being wired into the cabinet.  It was decided that it would be wired for a mic system however the Village will purchase and install such.  The units are able to be moved if necessary and will be constructed in solid wood.  It was motioned by Trustee Schweickert, seconded by Trustee Schrader to approve a payment in the amount of $3,000 for the down-payment to begin construction of the cabinetry.   Mr. Weiss will provide the Clerk with a new estimate accounting for the changes the Board requested and it will be placed on the September Agenda for formal approval of the balance of the contract.

Appearance Request:  Express Lane (Starved Rock Shell) presented the Board with another request to obtain a Class A Liquor License for the purpose of allowing Gaming at their facility located at 2971 IL Hwy 178, Utica.  They explained that the gaming would be in a separate area within the station and patrons would only be able to purchase and consume beer from the bar / cooler that they are installing.   No mixed drinks will be sold.  Gaming brings in revenue to the Village as well and the owners of the facility have several other stations that offer gaming.  Trustee Schrader stated that he would feel more comfortable if two employees work working during gaming hours.  The owners stated that they would be willing to consider that.  The Village Liquor Ordinance only allows for seven Class A Liquor Licenses which have already been issued.  Therefore the Ordinance would have to be amended to allow any additional annual Class A Licenses.    After some discussion, it was motioned by Trustee Bernardoni, seconded by Trustee Schweickert to amend the Liquor Ordinance to add one additional Class A Liquor License for issue to Starved Rock Shell for the purpose of allowing gaming on their premises. Appearance Request:  Mr. Lisle Elsbury representing Utica Business Association presented receipts from expenses for the 2014 St. Pat’s and Mardi Gras Parades and the Pet Event that was held in the spring.   While the Village did approve donations of reimbursement of Insurance and up to $500 toward each of the two parades for expenses, the receipts were not turned in until August.  They had been made aware that the receipts were required to be turned in within 30 days.  Now the Village is in a new Fiscal Year and the receipts are several months late.  Trustee Jereb stated that the Village does want to support the Business Association however, the receipts do need to be turned in to the Clerk within a timely manner as requested.  Mr. Elsbury stated that he was unaware of this however the Clerk stated that she has expressed this several times including when the Parades were organized by Utica Bar Association.  She also stated that all other organizations have to turn their receipts in within the same 30 day period.   The Village had asked for the receipts several times prior to the end of the Fiscal year and the annual audit.  After some discussion, it was decided that the Village would reimburse only the $855 for the insurance for the events.  It was motioned by Trustee Schweickert, seconded by Trustee Jereb to reimburse Utica Business Association for their insurance for those events in the amount of $855.

Park & Recreation Liaison:  Discussion was held regarding a plaque recognizing the efforts of the residents that developed Neighbor’s Park.  Clerk Gbur provided estimates and pictures of a plaque made of casted material that could be mounted on a boulder at the park.  The options were bronze with gold lettering and black aluminum with silver lettering.  The cost range was between $270 and $550 for a 10 X 18 plaque as was determined by Graphic Electronics.  It was decided that the plaque would be ordered in a casted material in black and aluminum because it would hold up better in the weather.  The Clerk will order the plaque and the Maintenance Department will install it.  This item had been previously discussed and approved.

 *** Trustee Jereb asked Zoning Officer Curt Spayer about the signs that seem to be showing up throughout the community.  Spayer stated that he was aware of a few that will need to come down however the others are permitted.  Trustee Jereb asked about the signage that the LaSalle County Historical Society is putting out to promote the Canal Market.  Spayer stated that they are aware of what can be put out after a meeting that the Mayor, Clerk, Police Chief and himself had with them prior to the startup of the Canal Market.   He will speak with them again.

Maintenance Department:  Spayer provided an update of ongoing projects.

An auto flushing system is needed in Ridgeview Subdivision because the property owners that live on Ann Marie Drive are at the end of the line and they are having some water quality issues.  The estimate for the system is $2,000.  It was motioned by Trustee Jereb, seconded by Trustee Schrader to approve the purchase of an auto flushing system not to exceed $2,000.

Spayer also provided an update on the status of Well 1.  All of the materials are now in stock and the repairs / replacement of parts and equipment will take place at the end of August or early September. 

Engineer’s Report:  Engineer Heitz provided an update of ongoing projects in the Village.
Illinois River Bridge – A Public Hearing will take place at the Village Hall on September 18, 2014 from 4 pm – 7 pm. and discussion regarding the Village’s sewer plant and cost responsibility and the planned bike path still needs to take place. 
Streetscape- The Contract for the project is between IDOT and Copenhaver Construction.  The Village is not responsible for the current state of the project including weeds and overgrown areas.  Engineer Heitz is working with the Contractor toward a solution to address the issues.  A walk-thru by Village Officials and Heitz took place in July from which a ‘punchlist’ was derived.  Several issues remain with the project and the owner of the contracting company is committed to take care of them and close out the project.  Sod will need to be pulled out of the fenced areas and fabric and 4” of mulch will be put in its place.  Due to some changes in sidewalk during the project there is a credit of $6,344 from the original bid of $460,983.  The cost of mulch for the fenced areas will be approx. $3,800.  The final invoice on the project will still be reduced due to the credit.  This will save the Village approx. $760 based on the 20% share that we are responsible for.  Trustee Pawlak asked if the mulch would have to be replaced every year and whether rock should be considered as a more permanent solution.  Heitz stated that rock could potentially be a problem if kids would throw rocks at passing vehicles.  The area would be better if the Village chose to put mulch there.  The Board then agreed that mulch would be the correct solution due to the potential maintenance of sod or other plantings.  
Drainage issues- Cajun Bait and Tackle:  Spayer and Heitz need to meet to determine the best solution for the project.   PQ water runoff:  Spayer has already taken care of this.

Flood Assessments – Spayer and Heitz need to meet with three property owners regarding their request to raise their homes.  Flood assessments still need to be mailed to all property owners and a copy needs to be on file at the Village Clerk’s Office.
Mill St. Design and Sidewalk Project – Heitz will have a design and estimates available for Board review and consideration at the September Board meeting.  At that time the Village could go out for bids; the project could be awarded at the October Board meeting with construction to begin after Burgoo.  Mayor Alvarado also stated that Royal Carriage has also offered to donate ½ of the cost of trees that will be planted along Mill St.  NOTE:  Various sidewalk repairs will also be included in the design.

Trustee Jereb asked about the current route of the Carriage.  He stated that they were supposed to be providing a route east of Mill St. and Rt. 178 and yet they have been on Rt. 178 affecting traffic.  Clerk Gbur stated that a meeting would take place with the owner of Royal Carriage based on signage that would be required by IDOT if there would be any travel or crossing of Rt. 178.  IDOT will consider regulatory signage for such which would alert traffic to the presence of a horse and carriage.  Trustee Jereb stated that he thought that the route would not include Rt. 178.  The Mayor stated that she will also be meeting with the Carriage company.  She also noted that the Carriage rides have been very well received with no complaints from residents or businesses.  
Mayor Alvarado then asked Engineer Heitz about a manhole on Church St. that has an issue.  He said he would look into it. 

President’s Report:

Further discussion took place regarding outdoor dining on Mill St. in the Village.  The Ordinance that was approved at the July meeting did not contain a fee for a license for outdoor dining.  It was motioned by Trustee Schweickert, seconded by Trustee Bernardoni to amend Ordinance 2014-16 to add a fee for an outdoor dining license in the amount of $15 annually concurrent with their business license.  Ord 2014-19.
