Call to order:  At 7:05 pm the Village of North Utica Committee of the Whole meeting was called to order by Village President Fred Esmond who then led the Pledge of Allegiance. Present at the meeting were President Esmond, Village Clerk Laurie Gbur, and Trustees Gloria Alvarado, Ron Pawlak,

 Mary Pawlak, and Matt Jereb. Absent from the meeting were Trustees Andrew Skoog and Kevin Stewart.  Also present was Village Engineer Kevin Heitz, Zoning Enforcement Officer Tom Brown, and Public Works Director Doug Jakse.
Approval of Minutes:  It was motioned by Trustee M. Pawlak, seconded by Trustee Alvarado to approve the minutes of the August 25, 2009.

Governmental Affairs Liaison: Trustee Gloria Alvarado: No Report
Finance Liaison: Trustee Matt Jereb: There will be no donation to St. Margaret’s Foundation at this time.  Discussion was held in the matter of advertising costs.  Trustee Alvarado wanted clarification on the dollar amount being spent on advertising and the process for approving advertising in the Village.  President Esmond stated that the Village has cut way down on advertising costs.  Many times it’s last minute when the Village is approached for advertising approval so the Village President has to make the decision.  Whenever possible the item would be brought to the Board for approval.

It was motioned by Trustee Jereb, seconded by Trustee M. Pawlak to recommend the purchase of street lights for Church St. at an amount not to exceed $6500.

Water & Sewer Liaison: Trustee Ron Pawlak: Further discussion was held in the matter of a proposed increase in Commercial/Industrial Water and Sewer Rates and Tap-On Fees.  Trustee R. Pawlak stated that in addition to the Commercial / Industrial rates, the residential non-metered rate would be increased as well. The effective date for the new rates would be January 1, 2010. Rates would be published in addition to notification to businesses and residents on the regular monthly water bills.  Village Attorney Herb Klein will be asked to prepare an Ordinance for consideration to increase the rates at the October 14, 2009 meeting of the Board of Trustees.

Streets, Alleys & Lights Liaison:  Trustee Mary Pawlak: A letter from Mr. Tom Pocivasek was discussed regarding water runoff issues that he has been having on his property at 2876 E. 765th Road, located in Senica Manor subdivision. Engineer Heitz and Doug Jakse will look into the issue and advise the Board.
Park & Recreation Liaison: Trustee Andrew Skoog:  Although Trustee Skoog was absent from the meeting, discussion was held among the Committee regarding the practice field located at Neighbor’s Park.  The area has been filled in with donated fill and now black dirt and seed are needed.  Trustee Alvarado stated that the Lock & Dam would possibly donate sand if it is needed.  Estimates for the Fence and Backstop still need to be received. 

Police, Public Health & Safety Liaison: Trustee Kevin Stewart: Although Trustee Stewart was absent from the meeting, Village Clerk Gbur gave each of the Board Members a copy of the Report written by Police Chief Mark Wren.

Clerk’s Report: Village Clerk Gbur stated that the minutes from the LaSalle County Board Meeting held on August 13, 2009 had been included in the packet.

Maintenance Department: Mr. Doug Jakse stated that the Village may have to get estimates to take down a few remaining trees in the Neighbor’s Park area.  It was motioned by Trustee Alvarado, seconded by Trustee M. Pawlak to recommend to remove larger trees at a cost not to exceed $1100.

Engineer’s Report: Village Engineer Heitz stated that there is a meeting with the EPA scheduled for October 8, 2009 to discuss the radium issues and timeline to correct the radium problem in the Village. 

Flood inspections – the paperwork needs to be finished and Engineer Heitz and Zoning Enforcement Officer Brown need to get together to complete the inspections of the Flood properties within the next 2 weeks.

IDI – Engineer Heitz stated that they are still working toward cleaning up the land before the Village can accept dedication of the new water tower.

NCICG – Trustee Alvarado will be the Liaison between the Village and NCICG regarding possible grants for Public Infrastructure within the Village and to discuss possible projects that would qualify.  Engineer Heitz will try to set up a meeting.
Ball Field – the only thing the Village is waiting for is estimates on the Fence and backstop for the practice field; everything else has been donated for the project thus far.

Stamped concrete – Engineer Heitz advised the Board of the estimates to pave the bump out on Church St. with stamped concrete.  To do the entire bump out would cost approx $ 2300; to do a 4 ft. ‘band’ of stamped concrete would cost approx. $ 1300.  They could possibly take the curb out and slope and stamp the bump out with concrete.  It was motioned by Trustee Alvarado, seconded by Trustee M. Pawlak to recommend to remove the Bump out at a cost of $2500 or less.

IDOT – Engineer Heitz stated that IDOT is beginning to finish the plans for the new road; Rt. 178.  He has formed a list of concerns on behalf of the Village and would like to present them to IDOT.  

Repair sidewalk in front of Ice Cream Shop – It was stated that to redo the entire area would cost approx. $3000 to $4500.  It was decided to wait until spring 2010 because the Ice Cream Shop will be closing for the season very soon.

Trustee Matt Jereb asked Public Works Director Doug Jakse about filling the ‘potholes’ in the Village before winter and Mr. Jakse stated that he will.

Building/Zoning Enforcement Officer:  Mr. Tom Brown gave a verbal update to the Board on recent permits issued within the Village.  There were 2 fence applications, 4 new homes are being built and he is working with Mr. Terry Cross regarding the sign for Starved Rock Marketplace located near the Utica Fire Department.  He is also addressing issues with the Peddlers license about weekend stands and events.  He also stated that the village may have to look into increase some of its fees; i.e. Sign variance.  The cost may have to be increased to cover the publishing fees and administrative fees.
Attorney’s Report:  Village Attorney Herb Klein:  Absent from the meeting.
