Present at the meeting were President Esmond, Village Clerk Laurie Gbur and Trustees Gloria Alvarado, Andrew Skoog, Ron Pawlak, Mary Pawlak,  and Kevin Stewart. Also present was Village Engineer Kevin Heitz and Zoning Enforcement Officer Tom Brown.

President Esmond led the group in a moment of silence for friend and co worker Terry Weiden who had passed away earlier in the day.  

Approval of Minutes:  It was motioned by Trustee Skoog, seconded by Trustee Stewart to approve the minutes of the May 25, 2010 Committee Meeting.

Clerk’s Report:  Clerk Gbur explained that some of the Village residents have stated that they have not been hearing the Tornado / Storm Siren when it has been sounded.  The Committee decided that Tom Brown, Utica Fire Department Trustee, will contact someone to look into the issues with the siren to determine if there is a problem.  

Park & Recreation Liaison:  Trustee Skoog stated that Mr. Mike Rozbloch will not be attending this meeting; he will attend the July Committee of the Whole Meeting to discuss seeding the new ball field.

Streets:  Trustee M. Pawlak motioned, seconded by Trustee Skoog to recommend the approval of the Youth Football League request to hold a tag day in the Village on the corners of Mill and Church Streets on 9-11-10 from 8 am – 12 pm.

Water & Sewer Liaison:  Trustee R. Pawlak stated that the Renz / Marzetta property is scheduled to be repaired, according to President Esmond; and the payment from Comcast for $2,850 has been agreed to and will be arriving soon, stated by Clerk Gbur.
Update on Commercial Water Meter installation was held.  J B Contracting has been contracted to perform the installations and will be providing updates to the Village.  

Trustee Matt Jereb arrived at 7:28 pm.

Illinois Valley Fence and Pool has been contacted by the Clerk and they will be replacing the guard rail on Grove Street in the next week.

Trustee R. Pawlak stated that there is some condensation in the pump station.  Engineer Heitz stated that there will always be some condensation.  Heitz will contact Public Works Director Doug Jakse to explain.

Engineer’s Report:  Engineer Kevin Heitz stated that he is working on the study for the Clark Creek Run Project and will present to the Board in July.

When Illinois Valley Excavating does the sewer televising and cleaning in the Village this could also lead us to a different CDAP eligible project.
Canal Corridor- Engineer Heitz still has to meet with a property owner to determine in the dredge spoils can be placed on his property.

IDOT/TENG- The plans have been submitted to IDOT; the lighting plans have been submitted to Springfield.

Municipal Well-AST will be putting together a report outlining the results of the sample testing taken from the Well along with a proposed guideline to a more permanent solution.  The results should be available to the Village by the 1st week in July.
Ramos-the Utica Fire Department will be contacted by the property owner to work out the details of a possible controlled burn of the structure.  

Stamped Concrete- the flag pole base is in at the base of the Village Hall Sign.  This is possibly a good place to have a plaque in memory of Terry Weiden for his service to Utica, the Veterans and the American Legion.  

Rothrock-Engineer Heitz will talk to Mr. Rothrock to look at the grade in the property prior to boring the sewer to the property.

After discussion of a problem with a fallen gutter and subsequent road repair on 2856th road, it was motioned by Trustee Skoog, seconded by Trustee M. Pawlak to recommend to approve the repairs by Wozniak in the amount of $14,695.  This will repair the South side of the road.

MINUTES
Discussion was held about the Lincoln St. Drainage project near the property of John Bottomley.  Engineer Heitz stated that the cost for such project could be approximately $20,000 - $25,000.
He will look to get more defined estimates.

It was then stated that the storm sewer near the property of Terry Frantzen needs to be cleaned out.  President Esmond will check into this.

Attorney Klein is also checking into the entry sign to be located on property owned by IDI.  Trustee Alvarado asked about the sign on Rt. 80 and the possibility of using one of the Village’s entry signs.  It would be too small to place there.  The current sign has a piece broken off and is currently at the maintenance shop; Someone has been contacted to repair the Billboard Sign.

Building Inspector:  A garage was moved to Senica Manor to the property of Mr. Jeanblanc.  Brown has already contacted the property owner to notify them that permits need to be applied for.  

Attorney Klein is working on the appeal of Mr. Terry Cross for the non conforming sign located on the property near Starved Rock Marketplace. 

Engineer Heitz has to meet with the owners of the Village Greenhouse regarding the paving of their parking lot.
Engineer Heitz then informed the Committee that Steve and Pam Shanley of Ottawa will attend the July 1 Planning Commission Meeting to get feedback from the Members regarding the Antique Mall they are hoping to build and move into on Division St.  The property would need several variances beginning with Property Rezoning to Commercial and set back variances.
