At 7:06 pm the meeting of the Committee of the Whole was called to Order by Village President Fred Esmond who then led the Pledge of Allegiance.  Present at the meeting was President Esmond, Village Clerk Laurie Gbur and Trustees Gloria Alvarado, Andrew Skoog, Ron Pawlak and Matt Jereb.  Absent were Trustees Kevin Stewart and Mary Pawlak. 

Also present were Village Engineer Kevin Heitz and Zoning Enforcement Officer Tom Brown.

Approval of Minutes:  It was motioned by Trustee Alvarado, seconded by Trustee Skoog to approve the minutes from the 7-24-10 meeting.

Appearance Request:  Mrs. Jessica Picatto addressed the Committee stating that she would like to request a refund of water/sewer charges that were billed to her former property at 122 Water St.  After the flood, the home had to be completely gutted on the inside and had no water.  Mrs. Picatto stated that she had continued to pay for her water/sewer service even though it was not in use.  Trustee R. Pawlak asked if the water had been turned off.  She answered yes although the Village does not have any record of a written request to terminate water/sewer service from the property which is required according to the Village’s Ordinance.  The Village will research the account and records to determine if any refund should be given.

Clerks Report:  Village Clerk Laurie Gbur stated that information regarding the insurance renewal with Illinois Municipal League has been submitted with the meeting packet for Board Review.  Anyone with any questions or comments can please address them with the Clerk.  The information shows all Capital Assets insured by the Village.

Also, Clerk Gbur stated that a request had been submitted by the Brother’s-in-Arms Motorcycle Event which would be their annual parade on 9-25-10.  It will begin in Bartonville, IL and end in Utica at Carey Memorial Park upon the Boards’ approval.  There will be more than 100 motorcycles in attendance and they would like to use the paved drive behind the ball field to park their motorcycles while they are holding their cookout on that afternoon.  It was motioned by Trustee Alvarado, seconded by Trustee Skoog to recommend approval of the request.

Park & Recreation Liaison:  Trustee Skoog stated that the ball field at Carey Memorial Park is in need of much repair.  The field is in bad shape and it would need significant repairs done prior to the end of the year to ensure its’ use in the Spring of 2011.  There are many games, practices and tournaments that are played on the field.  It is a beautiful park but it is showing some signs of wear and tear.  An estimate submitted by R & R Landscaping suggests removing some of the material and using it for a ‘base’ at the New Neighbor’s ball field.  Neighbor’s field would then only require some additional dirt and seed for it to be able to be utilized in the Spring.  The estimate for the North field (Neighbors) would be as follows:  $5,845 in labor/equipment and additionally $9,680 for materials.  The estimate for the South field (Carey Park) would be as follows:  $9,640 in labor/equipment and additionally $ 5,200 in materials.  Discussion was held regarding the possibility of the Village purchasing the materials to cut some costs.  This will be looked into.  Trustee Skoog stated that the field gets a lot of use.  There are a lot of teams on the field on a daily basis so it gets a lot of wear and tear.  R & R Landscaping has done a lot of fields and is confidant in their proposal of what needs to be done to repair the South field and finish the North field.   Engineer Heitz stated that the original estimate to do the North field

 ( Neighbor’s) was approximately $25,000.  This estimate would include both parks for just a bit more for a total of $30,000.  Doug Porter, Little League President, stated that the materials could be purchased by the Village directly to offset some of the costs and the Little League would like to help in any way they can.  The cost of the materials will be researched for the next meeting.  It was then motioned by Trustee Skoog, seconded by Trustee R. Pawlak to recommend for approval the repairs to Carey Memorial ball field and the completion of Neighbors’ Park ball field by R & R Landscaping up to a total of $30,000.

Police Department Liaison:  Trustee Stewart was absent from the meeting.  In his absence, the matter regarding the possible purchase of a new Police Vehicle was addressed by Village President Esmond.  

The current situation with the Police vehicles is as follows: 

#993 Squad is having many problems with the air conditioning and with the engine.  At times it will only go at a speed of 20 mph, then only slightly increasing to 40 mph.
#992 Squad is having problems with the air as well and it has a high mileage and idle time on the engine.  The repairs would be approximately $6,000 to $7,000 for the vehicle and this only includes the issues that are known at this time.

Trustee Skoog stated that the dog and drug program are a good thing for a community to have.  Vehicles over 100,000 miles on them are usually in need of many repairs and it is time to let them go.  

President Esmond asked if there is a possibility of finding a car with a low mileage for the department.  Chief Wren checked into this; to rebuild one of our cars it could be a minimum of $6,000 - $8,000.  Most used vehicles out there have the same high mileage, idle time and issues.

Trustee Jereb stated that the Board should review the item and a decision should be made at the September Board of Trustees Meeting.

Trustee Skoog agreed that it needs to be carefully considered and a decision needs to be made.

Maintenance Department:  Public Works Superintendant Doug Jakse stated that he has been told by a representative of the EPA that the Well #2 should be able to be put back into service.  We need only to apply for the permit.   Engineer Heitz stated that there will be a conference call soon, with the Head of this division of the EPA and the Attorney General.  The Village is still waiting for permission to place the Well back into service.  

The Village has to comply with the EPA guidelines, although the AST report states that the results of the testing were good and in compliance with those guidelines.  Now we are waiting for the EPA to accept the submitted report and make their decision.  Until that time, we will not be able to place the Well back into service.   We will hopefully know something after the conference call.  

Jakse also stated that there are some issues now with regard to the chloride levels and the increase at PQ.  

President's Report:  President Esmond stated that he had received an estimate regarding a new fence for around the lift station located at Grand Bear.  It will be further discussed at the next meeting.
