Governmental AffairsLiaison:  Trustee Alvarado spoke about the Special Event Insurance that will be coming up for renewal.  It will cover the upcoming Mardi Gras and St. Pat’s Day Parades.  The Clerk will contact the Insurance Agency to determine the cost based on the Village’s Municipal Insurance requirements.  The matter will be further discussed at the February Board of Trustees meeting.

Trustee Alvarado then stated that the Special Events is hoping to secure a grant for more brochures for the Village.  There are approximately 2 ½ boxes left at this time.

She then asked about the Lease for signage on Rt. 80.  The Lease will be expiring soon and the Village will need to contact the property owner to determine whether the area can be continued to be leased.  Also, the Village may consider getting estimates for a new sign.  The Board agreed and the Clerk will send a letter to the property owner.

Finance Liaison: Trustee Jereb stated that he had contacted 2 firms regarding the Fiscal 2011 audit and will be providing information at the next meeting for Board consideration.

Donations:  Trustee Jereb stated that there were a number of agencies requesting donations this month.  It was recommended by Trustee Jereb to consider the American Red Cross and IVCIL at this time. Police Department Liaison:  Trustee Stewart was absent from the meeting, however, discussion was held regarding the Police Car that is no longer in service and the possibility of obtaining bids for the sale of the squad.   The Clerk will create a Bid Notice for publishing and the squad will be sold in “As Is” condition.

Maintenance Department:  Supervisor Curt Spayer provided an update for the Board.

He stated that he has begun the task of organizing the files and records in the Maintenance Department.  He is working on checking the numbers on the newly installed commercial meters so that the correct information can be entered into the system and the Village can move forward with training and billing.  A timer is being installed at the new Water Tower and he is in the process of putting an auto dial system in the sewer treatment plant.  The auto dial systems in the Lincoln St. and Grand Bear Lift Stations are both installed.  

Also, the sign inventory has been delivered and when weather permits, the department will begin the task of changing out the signs.  He also stated that he is planning to flush the hydrants on Johnson and Washington Streets when the weather permits.  

Discussion was also held regarding the need for a snow Ordinance to accompany existing signage for vehicles being moved off the roads in the Village when there is 2” or more snowfall.

Attorney Klein will prepare something for the February Village Board of Trustees meeting.

Engineer’s Report:  Engineer Kevin Heitz provided an update for the Board.

Clark Creek grant application – NCICG is currently finalizing the grant application to be submitted before the end of January.

IDOT – There will be a Public meeting held on February 3, 2011 between IDOT, the Village Board of Trustees and local businesses to discuss the realignment of Rt. 178 scheduled to begin in Spring 2011.  Heitz stated that he has passed on concerns to IDOT that the railroad crossing would need to be repaired prior to the new extension of Lincoln St.  These are questions that can be discussed further at the Feb. 3 meeting.

Ameren – Heitz contacted Ameren again, regarding the placement of street lights at Neighbor’s Park.  He has not heard back from them yet.

Municipal Well – The Village is still waiting on an agreement for the continued sampling and testing of the Well.  

Entry sign easement – LaFarge is still considering the Village’s request for an easement agreement for the placement of an entry sign welcoming people into the community.

Ameren is also seeking an easement for public utility access near the Bennett property on 

Rt. 178.  

Heitz is also working on obtaining the permits to use liquid chlorine instead of chlorine gas.

Heitz then stated that there is approximately $56,000 in MFT currently and it might be a good time to begin looking for some road projects that are needed in the Village.  He will compile a list of possible projects and provide for the Board at the next meeting.

Attorney’s Report:  Attorney Klein stated that Grand Bear has filed for Chapter 11 reorganizational bankruptcy.  

A property owner has been contacted and agreed to demolition of the damaged property.  He has 30 days to remove all personal items and then the demolition can begin.
