At 7:00 pm, the Committee of the Whole Meeting was called to Order by President Fred Esmond who then led the Pledge of Allegiance.  Present at the meeting was Village President Esmond, Village Clerk Laurie Gbur and Trustees Gloria Alvarado, Andrew Skoog, Ron Pawlak, Mary Pawlak, Kevin Stewart and Matt Jereb.

Approval of the Minutes:  It was motioned by Trustee Alvarado, seconded by Trustee Skoog to approve the Minutes of the 1-25-11 Committee of the Whole Meeting.

Governmental Affairs Liaison:  Trustee Alvarado spoke about the Lease for the billboard sign on Rt. 80.  The Attorney is preparing a letter to the property owner and we should have more information at the March Board Meeting.  The Clerk will contact sign vendors to get estimates on a new sign with the Village’s Special Events Logo.  Information will be provided at a future meeting.

Finance Liaison:  Trustee Jereb stated that he is continuing to work on speaking with firms and get proposals on the Auditor for the Fiscal year ending 3-31-11.  He will provide further information at the next meeting.

Clerk’s Report:  NONE
Park & Recreation Liaison:  Trustee Skoog stated that the estimates for materials for the Ballfields are less than in the past.  The total cost of materials would be approximately $460.45 and would include field dry mix, chalk, and outline. 

Also, there are a few items that may still be donated to the Neighbor’s Park ballfield including an outfield fence possibly. 

The early bird tournament begins April 9, 2011; the maintenance department will get the pump sprays and weed killer ready prior to that date for use at the ballfield.

Mr. Joe Jansen will also be mowing the grass in that area for the season.
It was also stated that Illinois Valley Youth Football would like to hold a tag day on the corners of Rt. 6 and Rt. 178 on April 9, 2011.  They may also want to stand on the four corners of Mill St. and Church St.  Separately they would like to use the field for football practice and the Board agreed.

Streets, Lights & Alleys Liaison:  Trustee M. Pawlak stated that there are a few street lights out in town.  The office may have to contact Ameren again.  

Water & Sewer Liaison:  NONE

Police Department Liaison:  NONE

Maintenance Department:  Supervisor Curt Spayer stated that the Sewer Plant needs a new pump at a cost of $4,250 + Freight.  The Village could receive a credit for $ 610 for the parts in stock for repairs to the pumps, however the Board decided to keep the parts for future use if needed. It was motioned by Trustee Alvarado, seconded by Trustee Skoog to recommend approval of the purchase of the pump at a cost not to exceed $4,250 + Frt.

The item of estimates for new Locating equipment was tabled for now.

Also, Spayer stated that there are kits available that would enable the Village to test the water on Johnson and Washington Streets.  There are also vials of Commercial grade Iron Out that could be handed out to individuals that have an issue with sediment from the water.

Village President Esmond stated that it was a good idea to have this on hand in the Maintenance Department and the Board agreed.

Engineer’s Report:  Engineer Kevin Heitz provided an update of open issues.

Clark Creek grant application – was submitted, but we won’t know anything until April.

Ameren- Heitz will contact Ameren again about the street lights for Neighbor’s Park.

Trustee Alvarado asked Heitz about the sidewalk that needs repair near the Library.  Heitz stated that maybe it would be something that they could incorporate into other sidewalk work and will put something together for the Board’s consideration as a possible sidewalk project for 2011.  Motor Fuel Tax dollars can only be used on an eligible road project, not sidewalks.  Heitz is also going to compile a list of possible roads that need repair in the Village.

The Board will also be considering the widening of Donaldson Street for Trucks that go to the Illinois River Winery.

Heitz also stated that he is still looking at options for the Businesses to be able to comply with the American Disabilities Act as requested by the Board.

Public Comment:  Mr. David Mallery introduced himself as a candidate for IVCC Board Trustee

President’s Report:  President Esmond stated that St. Mary’s Parish sent a Thank you to the Village for the help in providing snow removal for the season.

With no other business, at 7:45 pm, the meeting was adjourned.  Motion made by Trustee Skoog, seconded by Trustee M. Pawlak.
