MINUTES

At 7:12 pm the Committee of the Whole meeting was called to Order by Village President Fred Esmond who then led the Pledge of Allegiance.  Present at the meeting were President Esmond, Village Clerk Laurie Gbur and Trustees Shelba Bimm, Matt Jereb, Jim Schrader, Gloria Alvarado, Andy Skoog and Ron Pawlak.  Also present at the meeting were Village Engineer Kevin Heitz and Village Attorney Herb Klein.

Approval of Minutes:  It was motioned by Trustee Skoog, seconded by Trustee Bimm to approve the Minutes of the 6-28-11 meeting.

Governmental Affairs Liaison:  Trustee Alvarado stated that the Village had received a request from LP High School regarding door to door sales by the Band on 8-25-11 from 5:30 – 8:00 pm.

They will observe all no solicitation signs.  The Board agreed that permission will be granted to the group.

Taste of Utica will be held on 8-27-11 from 1:00 – 11:00 pm.  It is the 3rd year for the event that takes place on Clark St.  They will have the required Insurance information and Liquor License.  They will have ID bands to identify 21 and older.  The Utica Fire Protection District will host the annual duck races and the road will need to be barricaded from Church St. to Canal St.  It was then motioned by Trustee Alvarado, seconded by Trustee Pawlak to recommend approval of a donation in the amount of $1,500 toward advertising costs and restrooms for the event.

Finance Liaison: Trustee Jereb stated that he is still reviewing the documents regarding the delays in the Rt. 178 realignment project in the amount of $5,278.24.  He will have the information ready for the next meeting.  
Regarding the additional $1,800 invoiced to the Village from Wozniak Concrete for the drain tile used in the completion of the Hallet Road sidewalk, the Board still had a few questions about the detail of the charges.  Although some documentation was provided at the Village’s request, the Board would still like to see a breakdown of the size and length of the tile and the time and labor involved in the project.  Engineer Heitz will contact Wozniak Concrete to request further information.

Donations & Advertising:  It was motioned by Trustee Jereb, seconded by Trustee Skoog to recommend approval of a donation in the amount of $500 to NCICG for their grant matching request.

Clerk’s Report:  Clerk Gbur spoke about the issues the Village office had been having with the copier.  She presented the Board with an estimate from Illinois Valley Business Equipment for the purchase of a new copier.  The purchase price would be $5,489.50 with the trade-in of the current machine.  There would also be  a $250 charge to connect the computers to the new copier which would also have scanning capabilities.  There would be a prorated credit of the current Maintenance Agreement, and the new agreement would include the black toner. 

It was motioned by Trustee Skoog, seconded by Trustee Jereb to recommend approval of the new machine at the cost presented.
Park & Recreation Liaison:  Trustee Skoog stated that he will be having a meeting with the Utica Little League to discuss the donations that had been made to the Ball fields.  He will have the information at the CW meeting.

Youth Football would like to use the property near the Carey Memorial Park to practice beginning on 8-3-11.  The Board agreed.

Trustee Skoog also stated that the sprinkler on the field still needs to be repaired by the Maintenance Department.  Then, R & R Landscaping will come and finish the reseeding.

Engineer Heitz stated that he had been asked if concrete could be poured for the new bleachers and the Board stated that they would like to complete the other items at the field first.  They would also like to be involved in the process of choosing the bleachers, etc. since it is a Village Park and requires Village Insurance.  Trustee Skoog will talk to the Utica Little League about the matter.

Streets, Lights & Alleys Liaison:  Trustee Bimm stated that the lights on Woodland Drive are now working.  She is still completing a list that will need to be addressed for whose lights that still have to be repaired.
She then stated that there had been a request from Waltham School for a Fire Lane to be placed on the South side of the building.  They had also contacted the Utica Fire Chief;  The Fire Chief sent a letter to Trustee Bimm and Engineer Heitz and Public Works Director Spayer outlining the request.  The Board would like Superintendent Abney to attend the next meeting to discuss the matter further.  Trustee Bimm will request his attendance on August 10.

Water / Sewer Liaison: Trustee Pawlak asked Public Works Director, Curt Spayer to speak about the situation with the Well.   After a 12 day drought, and subsequently some extreme water usage, the current well in service, Well 1, was having trouble keeping up and needed constant checking and maintaining.   Elevation was lost in the water towers and it was decided to issue a Code Red to all residents that the Village was implementing an emergency water restriction until further notice.  Public Works Director Spayer, Larry Goode; Chamlin & Associates and Attorney Klein had contacted the EPA for permission to place Well 2 back online for emergency use.  The Village is awaiting a permit for such and hopes to move forward with getting the well back online permanently.  A check valve will also need to be replaced. 

Trustee Pawlak then stated that the pump in Well 1 is approx. 21 years old and the Village will have to consider replacing it at some point in the future; possibly a high capacity pump.

Police Department Liaison:  Trustee Schrader provided a new estimate for the purchase of a radar trailer at approx. $3,100.  It is reduced from the estimates that were provided at the prior meeting.  Trustee Jereb asked why the Village would need a radar trailer.  Trustee Schrader stated that the main reason is for the potential for speeding on Rt. 178 behind the Waltham South School.  It would be used as a deterrent.  Jereb asked if it will be policed and enforced.  Schrader answered yes.  Jereb then asked if there are any communities that have a radar trailer that the Village could rent instead of purchasing one.  Police Chief Wren stated that in the past, the Department has borrowed the County’s.  He has applied for grants for the purchase of a trailer but has had no response.  IDOT does not think that speeding in that area will be a problem.  Trustee Skoog feels it could be an issue and would like to have seen IDOT place a stop sign at the Rt. 178 / Church St. intersection.  It would also help to move people into the business district.  The Board will discuss further at a later date.
Maintenance Department:  Public Works Director, Curt Spayer stated that the new street sweeper had arrived and the final cost was $133,750.  The Donation of $100,000 will be received by the Village on 7-27-11.  

The summer help will begin spraying weeds in the Village. 

Spayer is waiting for estimates for the salt and building of a shed for the Winter 2011/2012 season.

Engineer’s Report:  Engineer Heitz provided an update of ongoing projects in the Village.

IDOT Rt. 178- the Lincoln St. bypass is open for traffic and they are now working in on the next phase(s) of the project including the realignment of the road and the bridge over the canal.  Also, Canal St. is open and the project seems to be running on schedule.  Heitz has contact IDOT to get a breakdown of the ITEP money that will be remaining for the purpose of streetscape costs. 
Heitz will speak with Advanced Asphalt, who will be working on the MFT and Non-MFT Project in the Village to schedule the work and ask for completion before Burgoo.  

Illinois Valley Excavating has not been back to complete the televising in the Village. 

Heitz presented 4 estimates from Wozniak for sidewalk replacement as follows.

After some discussion, the Village Board decided not to pursue the remaining sidewalk replacement until next year.  

A meeting will take place with property owner Lisle Elsbury regarding a request for placement of a ramp in the back of his building to meet requirements of the Attorney General for ADA.

Heitz, Trustee Skoog and Trustee Schrader, Attorney Klein and Elsbury will discuss options  and determine if the structure would be on Village property.
