Mr. Joe Murphy, Mr. Jake Bondus and Mr. Robert Stern representing EXP (formerly Teng & Assoc.) attended the meeting to speak about the 2nd phase of the streetscape project.  They passed around several concept drawings of the proposed designs of the downtown area along Rt. 178.  Members of the Village Board posed questions to them regarding the design and long term maintenance of the plantings.  EXP is requesting a change order request to develop the additional designs with the suggested changes for the 2nd phase of the streetscape.  The cost of the Change Order Request is $45,135.16.  
Trustee Jereb asked about the cost of the Change Order Request.  Mr. Stern stated that they have a man hour estimate and there are also fees left from the original contract.  The next phase of the streetscape was always intended to be separate from the original concept.  There was a concept level in the beginning; however IDOT only accepted part of the design.

 Further discussion was held regarding the design concept, the maintenance of the plantings, the proposed planters and the future installation of Way Finding Signs.  It was then motioned by Trustee Alvarado, seconded by Trustee Skoog to recommend approval of the Change Order Request between EXP and the Village at a cost not to exceed $45,136.15.

Mr. Rob Novak representing Extreme Pyrotechnics, attended the meeting to discuss renewing the contract for the annual July 4th Fireworks Show for the years from 2013 thru 2015.
Dates were selected as follows:  7-5-13, 7-6-14, and 7-5-15.  The cost of the contract would be $11,500 plus an additional $350 for the set piece annually.  The contract will be approved at the March 14, 2012 Board meeting.

Engineer’s Report:  Engineer Heitz provided an update of ongoing projects in the Village.  

Engineer Heitz spoke about the IDNR project to reclaim a mine near 2803rd road.  The project was bid out and awarded and now the contractor would like use of Village roads to bring in the heavy equipment needed for the project.  Utica Township and Ottawa Township both denied access to Township roads; 11th and 12th roads.  The contractor is now requesting to use 2803rd road.  The Board stated that they were not in favor of using the road for the purpose due to the heavy equipment and the affect it would have on the quality of the road.  Heitz will inform the contractor.

Well 2 – the Village obtained a good reading during the recent testing for radium.  The reading was in the area of 3 which is lower than previous readings.

Schwartz property – A Petition has been filed for annexation by property owner Schwartz located on Rt. 6.  The property would require Zoning to C3.  

With no additional discussion, it was motioned by Trustee Jereb, seconded by Trustee Alvarado to adjourn the meeting at 9:45 pm.
