Appearance Request: EXP and Associates presented the preliminary final plans for the Streetscape design along Rt. 178.  The plans were submitted to IDOT for approval based on the Boards’ input on the overall design and plant and material selection.  Discussion was held regarding the proposed design.  The board agreed that the plants and materials chosen will look great and fit in to the Historic feel of the Village.  The Board thanked EXP for their efforts and is excited to gain approval and go out for bids on the project.  It is possible that the streetscape project will begin in fall 2012.

Street, Lights & Alleys Liaison:  Trustee Bimm spoke about resident concerns regarding Jay-Braking in the Village, specifically along Rt. 178. It will require adoption by Ordinance which will be provided by the Attorney at the next Board Meeting.

Park & Recreation:  Trustee Skoog  NONE

Police Department:  Trustee Schrader stated that new computers are needed in the Police Department.  The Village Board decided to have the department get bids for consideration at the next meeting.

Maintenance Department:  Public Works Director, Curt Spayer explained that the Utica area boy scouts would like to help out in the community.  Rock is needed in the landscaping in front of the Village Hall.  The Board agreed that this would be a good project for the group.  The Village will purchase rock and prepare the area by taking out the old mulch. The work will be done on an upcoming Saturday.  
Engineer’s Report:   Engineer Heitz provided an update of ongoing projects in the Village.

CDAP – Nora Fesco-Ballerine, NCICG, spoke to the Board about possible Grant opportunities for the Village in the future.  She will look into possible Grants that might help with the beautification of the area behind the businesses down town.   Other possibilities for Grants would be related to Village infrastructure.

Overlay on Mill St. - Some discussion was held regarding overlay of Mill St. from Church St. to the railroad tracks.

Sidewalk Project- Bids for the 2012 Sidewalk Project on Washington St. and Hallet Road will be accepted until May 3, 2012.  The results will be included in the packet and they will be discussed at the next Board Meeting.
Donaldson St. – The property has been surveyed and the engineer and maintenance department will meet to determine what needs to be done.
