Engineer’s Report:  Engineer Heitz provided an update of ongoing projects in the Village:

IDOT – There will be 3 agreements presented at the June Board Meeting.  They are regarding the Landscape Maintenance, final project tally and engineering services to oversee the streetscape project.
2012 Sidewalk Project – the sidewalk(s) will begin within the next week on both Hallett Road and Washington St.  

Engineer Heitz will provide estimates to the Board for replacement trees along Canal St.

Donaldson St. Project – will be completed within a month.

President’s Report:  The Economic Development Group Marketing Plan was discussed.  The Board decided not to participate in the plan at this time.

General Discussion of Village Affairs: 

Trustee Skoog:  Spoke about including a letter with the quarterly CCR Report indicating to residents that Well 2 is not currently in use.  

He also stated that the Board could eliminate Committee Meetings whenever possible to save the cost of the meetings.  Discussion of the matter continued; no decision was made.

He also stated that the Village should utilize the Street Sweeper during the early morning hours before cars begin parking along Mill St.   It was determined that the Maintenance Department would adjust their hours to include this in their schedule on a weekly basis.  They will begin between 4 am and 5 am to run the sweeper along Mill St.
