MINUTES

At 7:05 pm the meeting of the Committee of the Whole was called to Order by Village President Fred Esmond who then led the Pledge of Allegiance.  Present at the meeting were President Esmond, Village Clerk Laurie Gbur and Trustees Shelba Bimm, Matt Jereb, Jim Schrader, Gloria Alvarado, Andy Skoog and Ron Pawlak.  Village Engineer Kevin Heitz was also present at the meeting.

Approval of Minutes:  It was motioned by Trustee Bimm, seconded by Trustee Alvarado to approve the Minutes of the 7-24-12 Meeting.

Streets, Lights & Alleys Liaison:  NONE

Park & Recreation Liaison:  Trustee Skoog will check into a ribbon-cutting at Neighbor’s Park with Utica Little League and Unimin.  

Water & Sewer Liaison:  NONE

Police Department Liaison:  Police Chief Mark Wren presented estimates on the possible purchase of a new vehicle for the Police Department.   The estimates presented were to replace 

a vehicle with a truck/SUV.  The estimates were up to a cost of $38,000+.  Trustee Jereb asked for estimates on the cost of purchasing a car.  Chief Wren stated that the State Bid for a car without the added features that would be needed to complete the vehicle, were at a cost of $23,300.  He will obtain further estimates and bring back to the Board at the next meeting.

Also discussed was the purchase of Bullet proof vests for the Department.  There is a 50% grant reimbursement toward the purchase. Chief Wren would like to purchase 5 or 6 vests for the department at a cost of $735 each.  After some discussion, it was motioned by Trustee Jereb, seconded by Trustee Bimm to recommend approval of the purchase of one vest per month utilizing the 50% Grant program.

Maintenance Department:  Trustee Alvarado asked about Hydrant flushing before winter.  Spayer stated that he is putting a schedule together and will be doing a village wide flushing before winter.  She also asked about the cross walk being put in across from the library.  Spayer said he has this on his list as well.

Trustee Jereb then asked if the signs in the Village are all in compliance with the Village’s sign Ordinance.  Spayer stated that the Way finding signs will begin being put in next week, but if there are any other sign issues, he would like a list so that he can investigate further.

Engineer’s Report:  Engineer Heitz provided an update of ongoing projects in the Village.

Ridgeview subdivision- The water lines are being installed and the two properties will be platted.

IDOT – The streetscape plans have been finalized and the project should be able to go out for Bids in January with the project being started in the spring.

CDAP – Heitz distributed a map of water mains that have been replaced / repaired in the Village.   After some discussion, it was decided that the Village will apply for a CDAP Grant to replace water mains on Johnson and Morton Streets and an area of Church St.  The total would be approximately $300,000.  
President’s Report:  President Esmond spoke about the Maintenance Agreement between the Township and the Village for maintenance of 2803rd Road during the winter season.  Trustee Jereb asked how the Village would answer to any complaints that would come in regarding snow plowing.  President Esmond stated that Attorney Klein will prepare the agreement with that language included to address those situations.  

General Discussion of Village Affairs:  

Trustee Alvarado asked about the landscape plans for the entry sign located on Hallett Road.  Spayer stated that he has not received the information yet; Trustee Skoog stated that he had spoken with the company and they will be putting something together as soon as possible.

Trustee Bimm stated that the tree and brush removal along North Lincoln St. looks great and it makes it so much easier to see now.  She thanked the Maintenance Department.

Mr. Newell, Johnson St. stated that he would like the Village to do something about the grain elevator’s dryers.  They are running all night and it is loud and makes it hard to sleep for the residents in that neighborhood.  He stated that he feels they are violating the Village’s Noise Ordinance which states that this type of machinery should be turned off by 9 p.m.   President Esmond stated that he will talk with them and look into the Ordinance to determine if they have to turn off the dryers by a certain time.  Chief Wren stated that the Ordinance is subject to interpretation.  He has contacted Attorney Klein in the matter.  Trustee Jereb stated that if the Ordinance states a specific period of time that the dryers should not be on, then we should be enforcing it.  President Esmond then stated again that he will contact Attorney Klein and the company and try to resolve the situation.  

Adjournment: With no further discussion, it was motioned by Trustee Pawlak, seconded by Trustee Jereb to adjourn the meeting at 7:45 p.m.
