Present at the meeting were President Esmond, Village Clerk Laurie Gbur and Trustees Shelba Bimm, Matt Jereb, Jim Schrader, Gloria Alvarado and Ron Pawlak.  Trustee Skoog was absent from the meeting.  Also present was Village Engineer Kevin Heitz.

Approval of Minutes:  It was motioned by Trustee Alvarado, seconded by Trustee Bimm to approve the minutes from the 9-25-12 meeting.

Heitz will look at the roads in the Village to determine which are in need of repairs and the Board will discuss the project and associated cost.    

Park & Recreation Liaison:  Trustee Skoog was absent however a tag day was requested by Trustee Jereb for the Utica Little League.      The tag day would be held on 3-16-13 from 9 am – 1 pm.    It was motioned by Trustee Jereb, seconded by Trustee Pawlak to recommend approval of the tag day for Utica Little League as requested.

Water/Sewer Liaison:  NONE
Police Department Liaison:  Trustee Schrader stated that the K9 vehicle has been changed from the squad to the SUV.   Also, the truck on order for the department will be in within 3 weeks.

Maintenance Department:  Public Works Director Spayer spoke about estimates for a new snow plow truck would be approx. $38,784 - $40,842 including the plow and spreader for a 2012 Chevy 2500 vs. a 2013 Chevy 3500 respectively.   Trustee Jereb asked how many plows are in the Village fleet.  Spayer stated that this purchase would bring the total to 5.  President Esmond stated that the value of the 2004 isn’t very high, but the vehicle could be used in the mowing season.  After some discussion, it was motioned by Trustee Schrader, seconded by Trustee Bimm to recommend the purchase of a 2013 Chevy 3500 in the amount of $40,842.

Trustee Alvarado asked if the Village had ordered salt for the winter season.

Spayer stated that he is waiting for someone to get back to him but he will check with them again and make sure the salt is on order.   
Trustee Alvarado then stated the R & R Landscaping did a great job landscaping the Village entry sign near Hallett Road.   The Board agreed and thanked R & R Landscaping for donating the project.
Engineer’s Report:  Village Engineer Heitz provided an update of ongoing projects in the Village.
IL Sand Co. – they are beginning to remove the over-burden and construct a berm on the property.  11th Rd. will be temporarily closed while they are working in the area.
Donaldson St. Property- The village will have to dig a large ditch to alleviate some of the remaining water from the area.  

NCICG- A meeting will be held with NCICG, Trustee Alvarado and Engineer Heitz to discuss the proposed grant application for the project areas of Johnson St., Morton St. and Church St.
Ridgeview Subdivision-The lots have been platted; the information will need to be placed on the Agenda of the 11-01-12 meeting of the Planning Commission for their review.
Blocker-the $15,000 escrow account and Township invoices were discussed and will be placed on the November Board Agenda for further review.  Utica Twp. And Ottawa Twp. will still need to agree that there is no damage to the road.  100 addition tons of rock will be brought in over the next week or so.
Heitz also stated that Illinois Valley Excavating will have to come in to televise and possibly clean the sewer lines near Canal St.   

President’s Report:  President Esmond stated that the Canal Connection and the Veteran’s Day parade will be coming up soon.  These events bring a lot of people into the Community.
Committee Report’s:

Trustee Schrader spoke to the Board about a donation for the Becker family, Utica, to help defray medical expenses during the illness of their daughter.  It was motioned by Trustee Alvarado, seconded by Trustee Pawlak to recommend a donation of $500 as a Prepaid.
