MINUTES
At 8:02 pm the Committee of the Whole meeting was called to Order by Village President Esmond who then led the Pledge of Allegiance.  Present at the Meeting were President Esmond, Village Clerk Laurie Gbur and Trustees Joe Bernardoni, Kevin Stewart, Matt Jereb and Gloria Alvarado.  Trustee Jim Schrader arrived at 8:06 pm.
Approval of Minutes:  It was motioned by Trustee Alvarado, seconded by Trustee Bernardoni to approve the Minutes of the 3-26-13 meeting.

Finance Liaison:  Discussion was held regarding the 2013 Appropriations. Village Clerk Gbur and Village Treasurer Turczyn explained the numbers that were being submitted for the Boards’ review.  The 2013 Appropriations will be on the June 12, 2013 Agenda for formal approval by the Board.

Governmental Affairs Liaison:  Trustee Alvarado spoke about the LaSalle County Historical Society putting together a plan to use the former elevator building for the purpose of an open air market.  There will be vendors and the market would take place once or twice per month.  

She also thanked everyone in the Village for doing such a great job handling community needs and clean up after the flood.  Some businesses are still closed at this time.  

Clerk’s Report:  Discussion was held about the Village website.  There are some items that can be changed to make the website more user friendly.  It is utilized very often by tourists and local residents etc.  The Village Board agreed that after things settle from the flood, we should obtain additional estimates for making the changes.

The Clerk then presented the request by Personal Touch Sales for an increase in their monthly fee from $200 to $275.   They are also requesting a one year contract however the Village Board agreed that it would be fine to just go month to month.   This item will be on the 6-12-13 Board Agenda for an increase of $75 per month.
Police Department Liaison:  Trustee Schrader stated that there have been some concerns with residents that are not mowing their properties, however Chief Wren has tracked them down and the mowing is being addressed.

Maintenance Department:  Public Works Director Curt Spayer requested the purchase of a dump trailer for the department which would aid in dumping gravel and picking up debris.  This would also enable him to have one person on a specific task instead of two.  The cost for the dump trailer is $6,745.   It was then motioned by Trustee Jereb, seconded by Trustee Schrader to recommend approval of the dump trailer in the amount of $6,745.

Engineer’s Report:  Village Engineer Heitz provide an update of ongoing projects in the Village.
2013 Street Project – going out for bids; Bids are due at 10:00 am on Thursday, May 30, 2013,

Flood assessments- the schedule for this project will begin in the next few days with another engineer from Chamlin & Associates.  He will contact Curt to set up a time to meet.

Culvert – the culvert in Senica Manor will be surveyed so that it can be determined how to repair the area. 

President’s Report: 

Village Hall updates- The drywall work has been completed by Tieman Builders who will also be finishing the painting.  The flooring bids / estimates are in and Wyanet Flooring has the low bid for replacement of the same carpet and VCT throughout the building.   The Village could also decide to replace the VCT in the front entryway and the restrooms with something more durable such as ceramic tile.  This would cost the Village an additional $1,659 over the reimbursement from the Insurance.  After a brief discussion, it was motioned by Trustee Jereb, seconded by Trustee Schrader to recommend approval of Wyanet Flooring for the replacement flooring as well as the additional ceramic tile in the front entry at an additional cost.

Furniture replacement was then discussed.  The insurance will replace the items, but the estimate for furniture that would be more durable (Steel instead of particle wood) would cost an additional amount.  It was motioned by Trustee Schrader, seconded by Trustee Stewart to recommend that the furniture be replaced with more durable quality pieces at an amount not to exceed $12,000.
