MINUTES            
At 6:05 pm the meeting was called to Order by Village President Gloria Alvarado who then led the Pledge of Allegiance.  Roll call was taken by the Clerk.  Present at the meeting was President Gloria Alvarado, Clerk Laurie Gbur and Trustees Joe Bernardoni, John Schweickert, Kevin Stewart, Ron Pawlak, Matt Jereb and Jim Schrader.  Also present was Village Engineer Kevin Heitz.

Ideas for updating the Village website were presented by three companies;   MCS Advertising, All Web Promotion and Common man Technologies.   They spoke to the Board about their vision for the changes to the website and presented ideas for a website that would grow with the Village in the future.  Ideas regarding economic growth, tourism, the use of word press and google search engines as well as security of the website were discussed.  After the presentations were concluded the Board thanked them for coming and stated that the information will be reviewed and discussed at a future Committee meeting.

Appearance request:  Mr. Michael Roebuck asked the Board if the Maintenance Department could begin plowing the lot at the Utica Fire Department during heavy snowfall.  Public Works Director Spayer stated that the Village streets would have to be the first priority.  Trustee Jereb asked what the Fire Department had paid to hire someone to plow this year.  Mr. Roebuck stated that he did not know at that time.  It was then decided by the Board that a letter of request would have to be submitted by the Fire Department Attorney to the Village Attorney for future review before the request could be considered.

Appearance request:  Ms. Linda Moyer-Halm stated that she had attended a meeting on flood mitigation and that the Village should focus on putting together a Mitigation Plan. 

Mayor Alvarado stated that the Village does have a Disaster Plan and that she personally had attended flood mitigation classes.  

Ms. Halm then asked about the Village’s possible participation in a ‘foundation’.  Mayor Alvarado stated that this would be better suited for a private group rather than a municipality.

Governmental Affairs Liaison:  

It was motioned by Trustee Bernardoni, seconded by Trustee Stewart to recommend approval of the Sip ‘n’ Snip event being held on April 5, 2014.  However the Board would like the road closure to be a bit later than the requested time of 10 am.   The road will be closed at 11:30 am and reopen to traffic by 4:30 pm.

Park and Recreation Liaison:  Trustee Stewart spoke about the dedication of Neighbor’s Park and stated that it could take place during the first game with someone throwing out the first pitch.  The Utica Little League is also making arrangements to finish the inside of the concession stand.

Police Department Liaison:  Trustee Schrader stated that the Police Department Cameras for the squads should be installed by April 1. 

Building and Zoning Enforcement:  NONE

Maintenance Department:

Public Works Director Spayer provided an update of Well 2.  There are repairs that are immediately needed.  Replacement of the packer along with additional repairs would cost approx. $25,000.  This will not affect our permit from the IEPA.  Spayer then stated that he hopes to get Well 2 back online within 15 days and then take down Well 1 to replace the pump with a high capacity pump.   It was motioned by Trustee Pawlak, seconded by Trustee Schrader to recommend approval of the repairs to Well 2 not to exceed $25,000.

Spayer then spoke about the 2004 Chevy.  It needs the transmission replaced.  He had estimates from Gregg’s Automotive ($3,398) and Grosenbach’s Auto ($3,600).  After the truck his repaired he would also like to have the box repainted.  He will bring estimates for the cost to repaint the box to a future meeting.  It was then motioned by Trustee Bernardoni, seconded by Trustee Schweickert to recommend approval the Gregg’s Automotive estimate for repairs to the truck in the amount of $3,398.
Spayer then stated that the 2009 Super Duty needs tires in the amount of $800.  It was then motioned by Trustee Stewart, seconded by Trustee Schrader to recommend approval of the purchase of tires not to exceed $800.

Engineer’s Report:  Village Engineer Kevin Heitz provided an update of ongoing projects in the Village.

Flood Assessments-Engineer Heitz stated that he needs to speak with two property owners about their flood assessment rating.  

ADA-Engineer Heitz will address the compliance issues further when the weather breaks.  

Illinois River Bridge-Heitz stated that there will be a meeting between IDNR, IDOT and the Village held at the Village Clerk’s Office on March 20, 2014 at 2:00 pm to discuss the project and the Village’s participation.   Heitz then stated that in addition to the shared use path and lighting that the Village had already committed to, there is a possibility that there will be some additional cost because of the relocation of the sewer discharge line. 
President’s Report:  

President Alvarado spoke about the revenue the Village receives from gaming.  She suggested that it could be held in a separate line within the general fund for the purpose of using it on projects such as curb repair in the business district.  It was then motioned by Trustee Jereb, seconded by Trustee Schweickert to recommend approval of placing the funds in a separate line item within the general fund.

Mr. Warren Munson then spoke to the Board about the Oak Hill Cemetery.  The Cemetery Board does not have the funds to maintain the cemetery and is requesting a donation from the Village in the amount of $8,000.  There are new state laws that an endowment can’t be used for maintenance.  The money that they collect is only when a plot is sold which is approx. $750.  President Alvarado asked Mr. Munson to provide the information in a written request so that the Board and the Village Attorney can review.
