Appearance Request:  Linda Moyer-Halm 780 N. 2853rd Road spoke to the Board about various items.
a. The easement on her property that she would like cleaned up and maintained by the Village to remove poison ivy.  Mayor Alvarado requested that Mrs. Moyer-Halm provide the Board with a written proposal for what she would like the Village to address.
b. She spoke about the Village Trash removal program and stated that she is performing a personal household test to determine the amount of trash in her home.

Appearance Request:   Mr. Arnie Shramel, Progressive Energy, spoke to the Board about the renewal of the Village Municipal Aggregation for the Community.  There will be no need for a Public Hearing however there will be a process to follow so that residents can have an Opt Out of the program if they would like.  An Ordinance will need approval at the April 9, 2014 Board meeting with estimates and a choice of a supplier at the following Special Meeting.

Clerk’s Report:  Treasurer Jamie Turczyn stated that due to Microsoft updates, there are two computers that will require upgrades / replacement.  One is located in the office and one is located in the Police Department.  The approximate cost to replace the computers will be $3,000. There will also be upgrades and / or possible replacement of the squad computers in the Police Department which could result in the cost of up to $6,000.  Chief Wren will provide estimates to the Mayor if he gets them prior to the next meeting.  

It was motioned by Trustee Schrader, seconded by Trustee Bernardoni to recommend approval of the replacement of the two computers in an amount not to exceed $3,000 and to authorize the Mayor to approve the squad computers if needed.

Governmental Affairs Liaison:  Trustee Schweickert stated that he explained the concept of the Utica Bucks gift certificates to the Utica Business Association.  They stated that if the value is $50 and they only use $10 at a local business, they would then receive cash and there would be no way to ensure that they would spend the additional amount in the Village.  The Board discussed it and decided that for donations, the Village would make the certificates in $10 increments.
Then Trustee Stewart stated that there is not enough time for The Business Association to plan a Pork Fest this summer.  They will look at the idea again for next year.

Water / Sewer Liaison:  Trustee Pawlak spoke about fees that need to be addressed in the Water / Sewer Ordinance.  Fees for delinquencies, returned checks and non-metered water were discussed.  The information will be provided to Attorney Klein so that a revised amended Ordinance can be considered at the April meeting.

Maintenance Department:  Public Works Director Spayer provided a brief update on Well 2 and explained that the packer is ready to be installed and then there will be two days of testing.

Engineer’s Report: Engineer Heitz provided an update of ongoing projects in the Village.

ADA – Eng. Heitz and Trustee Jereb will visit the businesses and review the Mill St. area regarding compliance with ADA.

IDOT – Eng. Heitz spoke about the meeting that was held on 3-20-14 between the Village, IDOT and IDNR. It has not been determined whether the Village or State will have to pay for the replacement sewer discharge pipe.  IDOT is looking into their records to determine when the road was put in.

NCICG – They will attend a future meeting to speak to the Board about resubmitting the Grant application for the water project on Johnson St.

Streetscape – The letters on the stone in the pocket park areas is coming loose and falling off.  It was not adhered property so they will remove the letters and replace them.

Striping of Village Streets – Engineer Heitz will get estimates for striping the streets in the Village and bring them to the next meeting.
