MINUTES

At 7:05 pm the meeting was called to Order by Village President Gloria Alvarado who then led the Pledge of Allegiance.  Present at the meeting were Village Clerk Laurie Gbur and Trustees Joe Bernardoni, John Schweickert, Kevin Stewart, Ron Pawlak, Matt Jereb and Jim Schrader.  Also present was Village Engineer Kevin Heitz.

Approval of Minutes:  It was motioned by Trustee Bernardoni, and seconded by Trustee Stewart to approve the Minutes from the 2-24-15 meeting.

Appearance Request:  Mr. Jeff Clawson spoke to the Village Board about a new Regional Economic Development group that will promote LaSalle, Bureau and Putnam Counties.  He stated that this is separate from what IVAC does and that this group will be specifically reach out to developers to promote what all of the communities in the region have to offer.  There will be an Executive Director and an Administrative Assistant that will receive a salary for full time employment.  Hennepin and Princeton have committed.  Half of the money needed to fund the group would come from the Private Sector and half would come from the communities.   Each community would pay $1.30 per person based on population.  The Village would be responsible for an annual payment of $1757.60.  The Board decided that they would need to review the information provided to them before making any decision.  Mayor Alvarado thanked Mr. Clawson for coming to share the information.
Clerk:  Bids for the Landscape Maintenance Contract were discussed.  A bid was submitted by D&M Landscaping in the amount of $28,465.  This was the only bid that was received on time.  It was motioned by Trustee Jereb, seconded by Trustee Schrader to recommend that the Landscape Maintenance Contract would be awarded to D&M Landscaping.

IDOT – Heitz will get figures and measurements for replacement of the current sewer discharge pipe to IDOT Officials for their use in completing this phase of the engineering of the Illinois River Bridge. 

2015 Zoning Maps will be ready for approval in about a month.
