At 6:32 pm the meeting was called to Order by Chairman Tom Guttilla who then led the Pledge of Allegiance.  Present at the meeting were Members Doug Gift, Dennis Hamilton, Warren Munson and Roy Chapman.  Member Fry was excused.  Village Attorney Herb Klein and Village Clerk Laurie Gbur were also present.

Public Hearing:  Chairman Guttilla stated that the Public Hearing was for the Petition of Lori and Dan Munson who are seeking to rezone their property from commercial to residential.  Attorney Klein then stated that the Petition was published on February 20, 2015.  He also stated that the property, located at 122 Water St. was previously rezoned from Residential R-1 to Commercial C-2 in April 2010.  At that time a Special Use was also granted so the Petitioner could also live upstairs while running their business.
Mrs. Lori Munson was sworn in by Attorney Klein.  She then presented her statement regarding her Petition to seek rezoning.  In 2010 they petitioned the Village to rezone the property to Commercial for the purpose of opening a business.  Their business, a resale shop, was affected by the 2013 Flood.  After the flood they decided to close the business and they are now trying to sell the property.  They would like to rezone the property back to residential. 
Attorney Klein stated that if the property is rezoned to residential, the Special Use would also expire.

There were no objectors and no further testimony.
Member Gift then stated that when the property was rezoned to commercial, it was a unique circumstance.  There were only one or two residences in the area of the property and there were no objections to the rezoning at the time.  If the property is rezoned to residential it would be in character with the neighborhood.  

With no additional discussion, a motion was made by Member Munson and seconded by Member Chapman to close the Hearing at 6:37 pm.
