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MINUTES

At 7:59 pm the meeting of the Village Board of Trustees and the Planning Commission for a Joint Public Hearing was called to Order by Village President Fred Esmond. 

Present at the meeting were the following:

Planning Commission Members; Gift, Drzewiecki, Munson and Fry

Board of Trustees; Bimm, Jereb, Schrader, Alvarado, Skoog and Pawlak

Also present were Village Clerk Laurie Gbur, Engineer Kevin Heitz and Attorney Herb Klein.

The Public Hearing began with Attorney Klein providing a summary of the Public Hearing and Planning Commission Meeting held earlier in the evening.  Unimin Corporation is seeking to Annex 1,692 acres located south of N. 2803rd Rd. and Pre-Annex 80 acres located East of E. 9th Rd. and west of E. 10th Rd.  They are also seeking a Special Use for the property of Mining, Quarry and Gravel Operations and Variances for height requirements for the buildings.  They are also seeking Zoning of I-2 of Sec. 9 and Zoning of A-1 of Sec. 3, 10,11,12,13,14 and 15.  
Attorney George Hupp then addressed the group.  He stated that Unimin seeks to partner with Utica. The project will bring additional jobs to the community along with revenue from building permits and taxes.  

Along with the Petition, books outlining the project and its’ construction were submitted for review. 

Attorney Mike Fuller presented documents showing additional changes to the original review material.  Attorney Hupp and Attorney Klein spoke about the changes regarding Police staffing in the Village, easements and access, building codes, Indemnity, a buffer along Rt. 6 of 10 ft. in height, waiving of impact fees, and the payment, by Unimin, of taxes.  
Unimin would also include a donation of up to $100,000 toward the purchase of a street sweeper for the Village to help with the additional debris from the increase in truck traffic.  

Unimin will also be paying for the Publishing fees for the Petition and for the Special meetings.

Member Fry asked about the weight limits on roads in the Village.  Engineer Heitz stated that Unimin would be required to follow posted weight limits.  The truck traffic will be diverted onto the new Lincoln St. extension.

Zoning Officer, Tom Brown asked about burning of materials and stated that our Ordinance does not allow certain items to be burned.  President Esmond stated that the Agreement with Unimin would allow them to burn wood materials.  

Mr. Phil Gassman asked if there would be an increase to traffic on 2803rd Rd.  Esmond stated that traffic will be on the Lincoln St. extension.  
Trustee Jereb asked if any other taxing body would be impacted by this.  Attorney Klein stated that they would only be adding the Village of North Utica and that ultimately the project and new facility would help in increased tax revenue.

It was then motioned by Member Drzewiecki, seconded by Member Fry to recommend approval of the revised Petition.
