MINUTES

At 11:15 pm the Joint Hearing of the Planning Commission and the Village Board of Trustees was called to Order regarding the proposed Annexation Agreement.

Present at the meeting were Planning Commission Chairman Tom Guttilla, and Members Bill Fry, Warren Munson and Eugene Drzewiecki.  Member Gift was not present.  The Mayor and Village Board Members ( Alvarado, Jereb, Bimm, Pawlak, Skoog and Schrader) were also all present.   

Attorney Klein presented a summary of the Petition for Annexation submitted by Illinois Sand Co. for 562 acres.  All Notices were sent out and all meetings were posted as required.  Upon agreement of Atty. Duncan for Petitioners and Atty. Mueller for objectors, all Testimony & Exhibits from the Public Hearing(s) were entered into the record of this hearing.  Atty. Klein asked if there were any objections to their admission in lieu of representing the testimony that had been presented over 3 nights and there were no objections.  
A good discussion of the issues was held.  Trustee Alvarado asked if there would be a Bond for the proposed reclamation.  Mr. Emmer stated that this is regulated by the IDNR and they determine the amount.

Trustee Jereb stated that he wanted to thank everyone involved. 
Trustee Bimm asked who determines if the coal is significant.

Attorney Duncan stated that all rules and regulations would be complied with.

It was asked if there were any further questions or testimony from anyone and there was none.  Atty. Klein explained that Village ordinance provides that the Planning Commission an advisory vote on Annexation Agreement.
