Clerks Report:  None

Building Inspector:  Tom Brown stated that the Village is still waiting to hear from some of the Flood affected property owners.  Flood Insurance for the Village buildings and property was researched and currently the coverage is included in the Municipal Insurance with a $25,000 deductible per occurrence and a total $5,000,000 coverage per occurrence.   Also, Brown stated that the Planning Commission is looking into some changes to Home Occupancy, Pool Permits, and Flood/Demolition Permits.  The Public Hearing will be continued on March 4, 2010.

Water & Sewer Liaison:  Trustee R. Pawlak addressed the issues with the Handheld Reader and reading the commercial meters in the Village.  A new Badger Reader would cost approx. $8,500 but we will also have to install the radio read adapters to each of the meters. Trustee Stewart asked if we really need them.  Trustee Alvarado stated that we need to eliminate human error.  She also asked Doug Jakse if we follow up after we give a meter to a contractor for installation in a new home; Jakse stated yes.  He also stated that Jim Vohs would be happy to attend a future meeting to offer his expertise with regard to meters and other Water/Sewer Issues.  The Board agreed that this would be helpful and they would like Doug to invite Vohs to a meeting.  

Trustee R. Pawlak is also looking into fencing for the Grand Bear Lift Station.  Maybe fence panels can be used for this purpose although a cover over the unit would be a good idea to keep employees out of the elements when working on the Lift Station.  He will have some figures for the next meeting.

Regarding IPWMAN, Trustee Pawlak spoke with Sam McNeilly, LaSalle Superintendant of Public Works and he will attend meeting of the Operation Committee with IPWMAN and inform the Village/Doug Jakse of the outcome. 

Streets, Lights & Alleys:  After discussion about the E. 9th Bridge and the associated construction cost, it was motioned by Trustee Skoog, seconded By Trustee M. Pawlak to pay the Township $5000 per year for 3 years, beginning on or before August 1, 2010.

Doug Jakse stated that the sign inventory has been completed and submitted to replace all Village signs with reflective signs.

Appearance – Mr. Mark Bierbom addressed the Village Board regarding a sewer issue he has with the neighboring property at his home on Lincoln Street.  Attorney Klein will write a letter to Mr. Piccatto at 408 W. Lincoln regarding the matter.  The Ordinance states that homes should each have their own sewer.
Engineer:  Kevin Heitz stated that there will be a meeting at the Village Hall on Wednesday February 17, 2010 at 1:00 pm with Teng regarding the streetscape project.  President Esmond, Trustees Skoog, Alvarado, and R. Pawlak will attend and the meeting will be posted.  

Heitz will put together an exhibit for utility conflicts in the new Rt. 178 Road project.

Also discussed was the Senica’s Oak Ridge subdivision project.   LaSalle is looking to run a separate line and will not be tying into Utica’s storm drain.  The water will all go into the ravine.

Flood Maps-  FEMA has not released the new flood elevations yet so maps are not yet available.  When the information is available, it will also be put on the Village website.   

Kevin Heitz and Tom Brown are going to speak with Paul Osman regarding an Ordinance for the new elevation and people constructing buildings in these areas. 
Presidents Report:  President Esmond stated that the Village will not be advertising on the Starved Rock Trolley in 2010.  The Board also decided against advertising in the News Tribune for St. Patricks Day at a cost of $115.  

It was motioned by Trustee R. Pawlak, seconded by Trustee Stewart to authorize the Engineer / Chamlin to get bids for televising water/sewer lines within the Village.

Update on the Municipal Well Project:  A sample will be taken in the next 2 weeks.  The water capacity still seems good.  Mr. Dana Hyson asked why local contractors weren’t hired and why the project wasn’t bid.  Attorney Klein explained that AST (Aquifier) is an expert in this field, hydrogeologists, and they have hired Municipal Well.  They performed the original study and now in the 2nd phase, AST hired them again.  A representative from the Local Union also asked this question and Attorney Klein again stated that the Village did not hire Municipal Well.  Engineer Heitz stated that the Village has always been very good about going out for bids on projects.  The Contract is between AST and the Village only.  Trustee R. Pawlak stated that the Village had time constraints and they have a track record for success.  
Public Comment:  Mr. Brian Kelly addressed the Board about water runoff issues on his property on Florence St.   Mr. Chuck Vories also stated that he has the same problems.  The grass can’t be mowed and the area never seems to dry up.  The Board agreed that this could also be a line that can be televised.

Attorney’s Report:   Attorney Klein stated that there are no recommendations from the Planning Commission yet and gave a brief summary about the Public Hearing held on February 4, 2010.   Some revisions that may be recommended will be to the Home Occupancy Permits and Vendor Permits and the additions of Pool Permits, Flood Permits and Demolition Permits.   The Public Hearing will be continued on March 4, 2010.
