Appearance Request:  Mrs. Samantha Brown spoke to the Board about the possibility of starting a Utica Village (Farmer’s) Market.  She spoke about the location on West Canal St. and stated that the event which would take place on Saturdays mornings between May and October would be good for local businesses as well.  The vendor’s fee would be a nominal amount and limited to 25-30 vendors per Saturday and would include homegrown / homemade items.  Insurance requirements were discussed and Ms. Brown will look into the matter and advise the Board at the next meeting.  The Board agreed that a Farmer’s Market would be a great idea for the community.

Clerk’s Report:  Clerk Gbur presented the cost of upgrading the Village’s current cell phones for the Police Department and the Maintenance Department.  The phones would be upgraded to include Data packages that would be useful to both departments.  Weather, internet, email and photos can be accessed from the phones making the departments more efficient.  This would help to get things done more quickly and reduce having to rely solely on the computers and other equipment at the office.  Many times, the data is needed during an emergency outside of the office.  The phones would have the ability to follow weather forecasts in the case of inclement weather approaching, take photos of parts and water main breaks for quicker turn

around in finding the parts needed to repair the break, and they would have the ability to access a database helpful in the Police Department when the Officers are out on Patrol.

The Board would like additional bids.  The Clerk will gather more information including the buy out on the current cell phone contract.

Streets, Lights & Alleys Liaison:  Trustee M. Pawlak stated that trucks are having a difficult time on Donaldson Street and would like to consider widening it a little with gravel.  Engineer Heitz will look into the matter and provide an estimate at the next meeting.  

Trustee Pawlak also stated that there are some sidewalks in need of repairs.  Heitz suggested that the Board look into the cost of doing a sidewalk project rather that just small areas here and there to make the repairs more cost efficient.  The Board asked Heitz to look into the matter.
